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Something Missing in ―The Shack‖ 
 

Some of you have heard me recommending a novel called The 

Shack. The protagonist, Mack, has suffered the abduction, molestation 

and death of his ‗tween daughter, on his watch. He is full of anger at 

himself and at God. So the last half of the book is his conversation with 

God, Father Son and Holy Spirit. They love Mack, and eventually they 

find a crack in his well encrusted heart. Into that narrow 

crevice they pour a potent mixture of truth and love. 

Fragile humanity is presented beautifully in this novel. 

God, however, is only partly presented. 

God is described in the novel as reaching out to us 

without the need for Church. Catholics believe that the 

Church is the Body of Christ, By living our baptism, were 

are members of His Body. Christ comes with Church 

attached. Without the Church it is even more likely that 

we will make Christ up the way we are comfortable with 

him, rather than love Christ the way He is. 

The Church does not ―dream up‖ its place in God‘s plan. There is 

so much testimony in the Gospels, in Paul‘s writings, and especially in 

writings of the first generation after the apostles. There is clear papal 

authority, a real lived unity and life of sacraments. Some of these 

writings were not widely known in the sixteenth Century when many 

people in Europe broke away from the Church. The ―reformers‖ gave 

up on the church as something visible, and so today the church is seen 

by many as irrelevant to the purposes and action of Christ in the 

world. This separation would have unthinkable in the first fifteen 

centuries of the Body of Christ in the world. 

Baptism 

For Jesus baptism is being taken hold of. A voice came from 

heaven, ―You are my beloved son; with you I am well pleased.‖  Jesus 

is given an identity. When he is tempted in the desert and in Garden of 

Gethsemane, he takes refuge in this identity, in the One who has taken 

hold of him. 

Each of us being baptized was also tenderly taken hold of, and 

given an identity, as child of God. We might be tempted to trade that 

in for something less than the eternal life promised in baptism.
