...and Deliver Us From Evil

This later phrase of the Lord’s Prayer draws it meaning from the phrase
before it, “lead us not into temptation.” The meaning of both phrases together is
“Keep us from despair.”

Despair is a loss of hope. There are some who call this the Age of Despair. To
the extent that so many are hopeless, this is true.

What is hope? Hope builds on faith which is itself a recognition of God’s
activity in the world. One can see this divine activity by looking at history.

Look at the radiant hope in the New Testament people. It is
extremely relevant for us now because they had more reason to
despair than we do. In the time of the Church’s beginnings,
social, political and economic conditions were intolerable. Fifty
percent of the people were slaves. Most of the people were
hungry. They were paying more than fifty percent of whatever
income they had in taxes to Imperial Rome. There were
constant rebellions, uprisings, and protest demonstrations of all
kinds. In the time of Jesus there was an uprising in which the -
motto was, “No Tribute to Caesar.” Two thousand Jewish men
were taken in reprisal, nailed to crosses, and the crosses were A
strung along the road to Galilee. Jesus, as a boy, would have S
seen this and He would have known, firsthand, what it meant to “get involved”
in that situation.

Later, during the reign of Emperor Nero, Christians were executed by the
thousands. Nero is reported to have smeared the bodies of Christians with pitch
and set them on fire as torches for his garden parties. This is the situation of the
early Christians, yet incredibly, they radiated hope. Every book of the New
Testament, without exception, is a book of hope! Why? Because, in the midst of
their situation, they had experienced God’s love in Jesus Christ. They had
experienced His creative love, which had called them into being and was
continuously calling them into fullness of life. They had experienced His
resurrection power, which was always acting to transform despair into hope,
death into life. They had discovered that God is a God who makes and keeps His
promises about the future. They had answered God’s call to live fully in the
present moment and, at the same time, to be leaning into the future. This is what
some of the most important theological works our time are telling us: That God,
the Ground of our Present Being, is like a wave breaking into the future; that all
creation is moving, leaning into the future; that God is the Lord of History, our
history and the history of the world, and that He is going somewhere with our
history. There will be a consummation, there will be a final “harmonization,” and
there is nothing man can do that will ultimately defeat God and thwart this
movement into the future.
