When the Risen Jesus comes through the locked door, He says

twice “Peace be with you!” He had every right to scold them. While Peter
had outright denied Him, the others had been scared away. They were
hiding out of their awareness of their being naked, having nowhere to turn,
since they had run away from the “I AM.”

Instead he said “Peace.” Semitic language for peace is “shalom” Shalom
includes forgiveness, and reconciliation. Shalom means let’s start from here,
let’s walk together. You are really someone because you are with me. See
how this confronts the effects of the original sin of our first parents?

What about the Sign of Peace at Mass? Some think this is an interruption of
their private preparation for Holy Communion. Its purpose is to make us
ready for Communion, for reconciliation with God, and with are not with
God unless we are reconciled to one another. So think about how the sign
of peace attacks our tendency to live the Original Sin, how God uses the
Mass to ask us to leave the original sin behind in order to embrace Holy

tional and physical, for 500 people who stayed there for six
days. The Church continues its mission and currently spends
$80,000 a month between financial aid and getting people to
Cedar Rapids and Des Moines for immigration processing.
The message these good men of God emphasized was the
need for comprehensive immigration reform.
