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Fair Trade 

Next Sunday, members of the Social Justice  

Committee will again be selling Fair Trade coffee 

from 8:30 until 10:45. The next time that this 

will be sold will be in September, but Fair 

Trade coffee can be found locally...just look 

for the equal exchange label. Why do we sell this coffee? The 

United States consumes one-fifth of all the world’s coffee, making it 

the largest consumer in the world. But few Americans realize that 

agriculture workers in the coffee industry often toil in what can be 

described as “sweatshops in the fields.” Many small coffee farmers 

receive prices for their coffee that are less than the cost of  

production, forcing them into a cycle of poverty and debt. 

Fair Trade is a viable solution to this crisis, assuring consumers that 

the coffee we drink was purchased under fair conditions. To  

become Fair Trade certified, an importer must meet stringent  

international criteria; paying a minimum price per pound of $1.26, 

providing much needed credit to farmers, and providing technical 

assistance such as helping to transition to organic farming. Fair 

Trade for coffee farmers means community development, health, 

education, and environmental stewardship.
