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Things that inspired me: —

Several youth testified that when experiencing what they had long sought to do,
there would be the feeling of “missing something.” Working hard to win a music
contest, taking a trip to Australia, saying “everything is beautiful,” but knowing that
something is lacking. That there is even a little sadness that is a part of everything
beautiful, because it passes.

One reported that since school has been out, he has been watching TV and playing
video games nonstop, but that after a silent hike up the mountain and looking
undistractedly at the beauty of the lake there with the whole group, he realized
what he could have if he does not let himself be anesthetized by TV watching.

The Gospel for today reveals that “Jesus was moved by the crowd, because they
were lost and abandoned, like sheep without a shepherd.”

These high school kids and some adults let themselves have a vacation from
distraction. In that reflective companionship we were able to grasp a little of the
sadness, what is missing, that is in every human life. Consequently, we were able to
receive at least a little of the joy of being shepherded by Jesus.

The human heart has this measureless desire for beauty, for fulfillment, for justice.
In its intelligence, the heart calls out for a person who is without measure, for one
who is infinite. Christ’s face is the only answer to this humanity we all share.
