Did the first generation of Christians believe that Jesus was 

speaking symbolically in John 6?  

 

      The Fathers of the Church give witness to the fact that Jesus did not 

give us a symbol of Himself, but rather He empowered His Church to 

continue His presence throughout the world.  J.N.D. Kelly, a renowned 

Protestant scholar who studied the history of the early church extensively, 

affirmed that this is true when he wrote: "Eucharistic teaching, it should be 

understood at the outset, was in general unquestioningly realist, i.e., the 

consecrated bread and wine were taken to be, and were treated and 

designated as, the Savior’s body and blood" (Early Christian Doctrines, 

440). 

      As early as 110 A.D., St. Ignatius of Antioch said: "Take note of those 

who hold heterodox opinions on the grace of Jesus Christ which has come 

to us, and see how contrary their opinions are to the mind of God.  They 

abstain from the Eucharist and from prayer because they do not confess 

that the Eucharist is the flesh of our Savior Jesus Christ, flesh which suffered 

for our sins and which that Father, in his goodness, raised up again. They 

who deny the gift of God are perishing in their disputes" (Letter to the 

Smyrnaeans 6:2–7:1). 

      Around the year 151 A.D., St. Justin wrote to the Roman Emperor 

Antoninus Pius these words: "We call this food Eucharist, and no one else is 

permitted to partake of it, except one who believes our teaching to be true 

and who has been washed in the washing which is for the remission of sins 

and for regeneration [i.e., has received baptism] and is thereby living as 

Christ enjoined. For not as common bread nor common drink do we 

receive these; but since Jesus Christ our Savior was made incarnate by the 

word of God and had both flesh and blood for our salvation, so too, as we 

have been taught, the food which has been made into the Eucharist by the 

Eucharistic prayer set down by Him, and by the change of which our blood 

and flesh is nurtured, is both the flesh and the blood of that incarnated 

Jesus" (First Apology 66). 

      There is no doubt that Jesus was not speaking symbolically.  "I am the 

living bread which has come down from heaven.  Anyone who eats this 

bread will live for ever; and the bread that I shall give is my flesh for the 

life of the world” (John 6: 51).
