Dear Parishioners,

Greeting to you all from Uganda. | have had a few phone
calls with Fr. Keefe and am sure that he has communicated that
I am doing well, except that it is excruciatingly hot here. |
would gladly enjoy a cold November day in Minnesota if
someone could send it my way. Just one day please, and no
more. | had hoped to be communicating on a regular basis via
email, but the facilities here are terribly unreliable.

| have had a very good time here at home with my
mother and my nieces and nephews. They are also naturally a
headache, especially the children. They all look to me for
guidance and their expectations are very high, but that is not
what | am most worried about. | would like to make sure the
children go to some of the best schools possible and those
schools are very expensive. | want them to be able to succeed
and the only way | can do that is if they are availed the best
opportunities.

Two days after the last funeral rites for my brother, Phillip,
my mother fell ill and she spent two weeks in the hospital. She
has been out of the hospital for about a week now and she is
extremely weak because the malaria medication they treated
her with does make people very weak. She had no appetite for
many days; she kept vomiting. It was impossible for her to eat
and retain any food. But, the last two days she has been doing
much better, especially after she requested to go and live in the
convent with the nuns who have often cared for her. | am very
hopeful that she will recover, but it will take a while before she
begins to walk again. (All she does right now is crawl on the
ground.) It is extremely painful to see this person who was so
active, energetic and who cared for you and raised you up, on
whom you were totally dependent all of a sudden look so
helpless and totally dependent on you. This is obviously the
course of human life, and | can't do anything about it except
reconcile my feelings of pain and helplessness with the hope
that comes from faith and from the Gospel.

I am sure many of you have gone through similar
experiences. She remains as stubborn as ever. | do not know

when we become in charge, they don't want
to listen. But that is not worth discussing at
this time.

| should be preparing to come back, but
due to my mother's condition — she is
completely bedridden and | don't know how
long it will take for her to feel better, and the -~
fact that my nieces and nephews cannot even )
care for her on their own - | have some major —
decisions to make as to how to provide her daily care. For
those reasons, | do not see myself coming back in the next few
weeks. As she improves and | am sure that some of her basic
needs and the needs of my brother's children are somehow
cared for, | should be able to come back.

| say this with a sense of disappointment, but | can't be
with you all right now. You might say that | should be glad
that | am home with my family, but after six weeks of juggling
from one responsibility to another, and trying to solve one
problem after another, | am truly stressed out. | can sincerely
say being with you, handling the usual responsibilities at the
parish, would be a vacation for me. Still, | have to admit, that |
am glad to be home here to do whatever | can for my family.

| know you have supported me in many different ways
and you continue to pray for me. | thank you all very, very
much for those prayers. | want you to know that | pray for
you every single day also. | will be communicating with you
again and hope to do it more frequently than | have so far. |
know a few people have passed away and | feel sad that |
have not been there with the family members and to help
transport the souls of the departed into the hands of God, but |
continue to pray and entrust each and every one of us into
God's hands.

May He bless us with peace and health of mind and body,
and may our Mother Mary hold us in her arms forever.
