Let Justice Roll Down This Advent

Advent is a time to prepare for the coming of Christ at the end time,
and to prepare for the celebration of the Eternal Word become human in
the Virgin Mary and of His continued presence through the Resurrection.

| prepare through the experience of human longing. And | long for
justice because | see so much lack of justice.

The need for justice is given to every person. A child shows
this when she cries, “it’s not fair!” Nobody had to teach her
that. This need for justice is so innate that there must some
way to complete or fulfill this justice. But | often stop short and
try to do justice by myself.

The seeking of heads to roll is called justice in the Penn A
State U. Football program scandal of pedophilia. But does =
firing people meet the needs of justice for those horribly affected boys of
age 10 or so? No, it does not! It is seriously incomplete and the evidence:
It creates more victims.

How does a follower of Christ let justice roll down?

Pope Benedict XVI spoke with a small groups of people who were
victimized by Catholic priests. He did this in at least three different
continents, including the U.S. The results were remarkable because victims
received his regenerating gaze of love. They felt received and embraced,
which started a healing reconciliation in them. This is what the Presence
does.

This was a true step of justice by one who follows Jesus without
reservation. That complete justice cannot come from human effort by
itself, because without God, man is violent and creates more victims. The
powers that be want more victims but the Holy Father is not listening to
them but to the Christ he follows.

So our longing as a preparation is not only passive. The just person
prepares in Advent by humble and earnest asking to be shown
opportunities for just living, remembering not to create more victims, but
ready to be with those so unjustly treated. That is what Jesus wants to do
though you. Let justice roll down this Advent.
