Children attend weekly age-specific faith
sharing small groups with two catechists (teachers) throughout the school
year. KINGDOM KIDS is offered Monday evenings at 4:45-5:45 pm and
6:30-7:30 pm.

Catechesis of the Good Shepherd
(1%—3"grade)

At the heart of the message for children in grades 1-3 is the image Jesus
gives us of our relationship with him: “I am the Vine and you are the branch-
es” (John 15: 1-11). The child explores the invitation Jesus gives us to have a
closer relationship with Him and the call to remain with Him. With the visu-
als of several timelines, the vastness, unity and gifts of the Kingdom of God
are presented to the children. Scripture studies help the child to see God’s
presence and work in history from creation to redemption and to a time that
is yet to come.

Catechesis of the Good Shepherd
(4"—6" grade)

The structure of the classroom for 4th-6th grade child is intended to
particularly address the child’s growing desire and capacity to wrestle with
the mystery of time and their own role in history. The children delve into the
mystery of God’s covenant relationship with us through Sacred History.
They meditate on Biblical typology linking the Old and New Testament
scripture to Sacred History and Liturgy. The children reflect on Baptism,
Reconciliation, Confirmation and Anointing of the Sick. They study the
prayers of the Eucharistic liturgy.

All across the Diocese of Winona, including Pax Christi, we are
embarking on a new program to ensure the safety of our children and
vulnerable adults. Previously we have used a program called Safe and
Sacred. The Diocese of Winona is replacing Safe and Sacred with a
new, national, best practice program called VIRTUS. VIRTUS is
especially focused on the prevention of wrongdoing and the promotion
of right doing with children and vulnerable adults. This program is a
required program for anyone working with our children, youth,
or vulnerable adults. Training dates and times are online at
virtus.org. The first VIRTUS session at Pax Christi is on August

30th. Also, contact your coordinator about a criminal background
check and signing the Code of Conduct before working with our chil-
dren and vulnerable adults.

Revised Translation of the Roman Missal
(Effective the 1st Sunday of Advent 2011)
(All ages)

The words we say and hear at every Mass are about to change.
Mass will remain the same, but the sound will be different. Most
of these words are English translations of texts first composed in
Latin. The revised translations pertains to the book we previously

called The Sacramentary. The Sacramentary will have a new
translation: we will now refer to it as The Roman Missal.
The translations of the Roman Missal will affect eve-
ry Catholic in any English speaking country.

In an effort to educate the Pax Christi Faith Community about
these changes, we are offering lecture sessions and study groups

during the months of September and October.

Why is catechesis about the Roman Missal important?

¥X The new translations use words filled with theological meaning. These words may
be unfamiliar to many parishioners and require explanation.

WX Parishioners may be uneasy about replacing texts long ago committed to memory.
Catechesis can help to calm some anxiety.

¥ Catechesis can lead to a renewed understanding and appreciation of the Eucharis-
tic Liturgy and its foundational role in the Christian life.
